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Abstract

One of the great strengths of the emergent literacy paradigm has undoubtedly been the use of
ethnographic case studies. Even though in-depth case studies necessarily describe a very small number
or individual cases, their contribution to the field of early childhood literacy cannot be underestimated.
This particular case study attempts to capture some of the rich details of a boy’s exploration of literacy
during his first years of life, from birth since the entry to primary education. On focus of this study are
primarily his encounters with writing, since writing seems to be more easily detected. The research
aims to discuss the following questions: What spontaneous attempts at writing can be identified in a
middle class boy’s early childhood? When and where do they occur? Which communicative purposes
are facilitating writing?

The data were collected in an informal and unstructured way by Christopher’s parents who apart from
keeping detailed handwritten notes, also kept in many cases photos and videotape recordings. The

interpretation of data has been carried out using an ethnographic approach and the result seems to
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support the idea that Christopher’s story is a vignette of what is going on in a typical middle-class
Greek family.
